Radio Language Guidelines 
   DU Radio is bound by FCC Rules & Regulations
   Obscene, Profane & Indecent Broadcasts
	Obscene Broadcasts on DU Radio Are Prohibited at All Times
Obscene material is not protected by the First Amendment to the Constitution and will not be tolerated - and includes content, guest appearances and implication.
First offense – An official warning and probationary status through graduation.

Second offense – Loss of all “on-air” privileges indefinitely. Length of which to be determined by Dept. Chair. Reduction of letter grade.


FCC:  It’s Against the Law
It is a violation of federal law to air profane language or obscene or indecent programming at any time. Congress has given the Federal Communications Commission (FCC) the responsibility for administratively enforcing these laws. The FCC may revoke a station license, impose a monetary forfeiture, or issue a warning, if a station airs obscene, indecent, or profane material.  

Obscene Language Rules of Thumb:

1. If you are in doubt, don’t.

2. Always brief guests regarding obscene language prior to going on-air. If you are unsure your guest will remain within the guidelines, don’t put them on the air. You are responsible for your guest’s behavior both on-air and in the studio.
